SERVICE POINTS
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291  VRÅKA
Vråka is one of Småland’s best 
preserved linear villages. This is 
where you will be able to visit the 
glassworks Lilla Återbruket which 
transforms jars and bottles into new 
glass objects. Purchase unique 
creations in the shop.

2  IDÖ
Archipelago life on Idö.
For those who want a real archipe-
lago experience, the best thing to do 
is to aim for the little island of Idö in 
the outer archipelago. During the 
summer, several boats travel here 
each day from Horns Udde and from 
Västervik. Idö Skärgårds krog is 
located in the island‘s harbour area, 
situated on a hill overlooking the sea.

3  LUNDS BY
Try Lunds by near Gladhammar and 
refuel your summer senses with 
Swedish country life and unbridled 
carpentry joy. In this village which 
dates back to the 1700‘s, parts of the 
Children of Noisy Village were filmed. 
There are three excellent hiking trails 
that start from here in the village.

4  VIRUM MOOSE PARK
A Wild Safari in Virum Moose Park 
will give you the opportunity to both 
pet and feed the fourlegged giants 
while you sit well protected in a 
carriage with a roof and open sides. 
Get your camera ready for some 
close encounters with the King ofthe 
forest. Round off your adventure in 
Småland with a cup of coffee and 
moose shopping at Älglogen.

5   ALMVIK’S BRICK-WORK 
MUSEUM

A well preserved industrial heritage 
that will give your imagination a spin, 
a testimony to the hundreds of years 
of strenuous hard work. 

6   ALMVIKS MATHANTVERK
Food fanatics who make essentially 
everything from scratch. Frozen 
pizzas with various flavours, pop-
sicles dipped in their own chocolate 
made from cocoa beans, sweet and 
salty almond butter, cheesecake, and 
much more. Everything made in-
house.

7    VÄSTERVIK MUSEUM  
Kings, shipwrecks and swinging 
music history! At Västerviks Museum 
there is something for everyone. Dive 
into history and explore shipwrecks 
from the 16th century with VR and 
3D experiences in the Vasakung-
arnas shipexhibition. Enjoy Kulback-
en’s beautiful surroundings and 
discover Alice Bab’s journey to the 
big world stage, in an exhibition 
about the music, life and films.

8   8   THE NARROW- 
GAUGE RAILWAY

Since the 1950’s, the orange railcars 
have rumbled their way through the 
forests of Småland between Hults-
fred and Västervik. Between the 
middle of June and the beginning of 
September you can step onboard 
and experience a train journey from 
yesteryear. Departures times can be

1   FLATVARP
Flatvarp’s smooth, extensive rocks to sunbathe on can be reached 
by boat, car and bike via the bridge to Stora Askö.
Here you can sunbathe, swim and also enjoy a picnic.

2   VÄDERSKÄR
The island of Väderskär lies far out in the open sea, but, despite 
its exposed loca tion, it has been inhabited for hundreds of years. 
You will find a small red wooden chapel here that dates back to 
the 17th century, which is a popular venue for weddings.

3   STORA GRINDÖ
On Stora Grindö you will find barren cliffs and the quaintness of 
“Seacrow Island” in harmony with modern coffee art. Drop by 
for an espresso, a bite to eat or shop for smoked fish. Eel fishing 
and salmon farming are carried out here. Stora Grindö is an 
extremely charming fishing village.

4   STEDSHOLMEN
Stedsholmen is an island fishing village and an old pilot site; 
when it was closed down in the 1960s it had been in operation 
for approximately 350 years. Guided tours can be booked with 
the island’s only resident fisherman, a descendant of one of the 
pilots who used to work on the island. There is also a guest jetty.

5   BJÖRKÖ
The island has been inhabited since the 17th century and is a 
popular tourist destination. This green island in the inner archi-
pelago has been called Sweden’s most beautiful island. There 
are still people who live permanently on the island who keep 
animals.

6   SMÅGÖ
Smågö is a small island with lots of bays and inlets. It is mainly 
unexploited, but there are activities for tourists. Forest and 
pastureland are bordered by cliffs and the sea.

7   RÅGÖ
Rågö is a 100-hectare nature reserve with old farm buildings in 
a beautiful pastoral setting. Here you will find a restaurant, 
hostels, an archipelago museum and a wooden boat workshop. 
Don’t miss Rågödagen (Rågö day), which takes place in July, it’s 
a real celebration!

8   HASSELÖ
Hasselö is the largest island in the Tjust archipelago. Hasselö 
has a sandy beach and a varied landscape. There is a summer 
shop that has a café, restaurant and a guest harbour; and bicycles 
and sea kayaks are also available for rent. On Hasselö you can 
rent a cottage or stay at the island’s youth.

9   TORRÖN
This is Torrön close to Hasselö-Sladö. Only a narrow strait sepa-
rates the islands. Torrön is a wilderness island where visitors can 
find their own paths over rocks and through woods and marshes. 
It is only a few hours’ walk around the island close to the water’s 
edge. It will be a varied walk across smooth rocks, steep rocky 
slopes and soft moss through a dense pine forest.

10   SPÅRÖ
Island with steep cliffs down to the narrow but deep Spårö sound. 
It is best known for its lighthouse, which, with its red roof, is visible 
from a great distance in the archipelago. It is definitely worth the 
steep walk,as you will be able to get a closer look at the lighthouse 
and take in the amazing view. The lighthouse was built in 1776.

11   IDÖ
Idö is found in the outer archipelago, half an hour by boat from 
V.stervik centre. The island is a kilometre in length and in width, 
and offers a varied landscape. Idö has an archipelago with a 
private guest harbour.

12   ÖSTRA SKÄLÖ
You can either get here by car or by boat. The harbour is a good 
starting point for canoeists who want to explore the southern 
part of the archipelago and art exhibitions.

13   ÖSTRA AND VÄSTRA EKNÖ
This is a large forested island with two old fishing villages: Österbo 
and Västerbo. There are good roads, many paths and a hiking 
trail on the island. You can also rent a cabin and hire a bike on 
the island. On West Eknö there are jetties where boats can be 
moored.

ARCHIPELAGO TRAFFIC
The trips can be booked online at boka.vastervik.
com before departure, or purchased at the terminal.

Are you interested in second hand and curiosities?
Here you will find most of the municipality’s antique 
stores and flea markets. Perhaps you’ll find something 
that you can later sell on the Antiques Roadshow.

What are you waiting for?  
On the horizon there are 5 000 islands and islets 
just waiting to be explored, your back-pack is 
packed, your life vest is on and it’s time to leave.

9  KINGPIN BOWLING
Kingpin has 12 bowling lanes and 
two shuffleboard tablest. Open daily. 
You are advised to book a lane in 
advance. The bowling alley serves 
both lunch and á la carte.

 10   GRÄNSÖ CASTLE’S 
CANDLEMAKER

Lovingly handmade creations made 
of stearin are manufactured and sold 
in a historical building in the cultural 
area of Kulbacken. Even the King of 
Sweden has purchased candles from 
Gränsö castle‘s candle-maker!

 11  VÄSTERVIK RESORT
Sweden’s largest resort
Experience bath, restaurants, golf, 
children’s activities, sundrenched 
cliffs, troubadour nights and free 
evening shows – experiences for 
everyone!
At the resort’s adventure pool there 
are pools for all members of the  
family, including water slides, a wave 
pool and hot springs.

12  BULLERBYN
Astrid Lindgren’s father, Samuel 
August grew up in Sevedstorp in the 
parish of Pelarne, and this is where 
the films about the Noisy village were 
made in 1986 87. Jump in the hay, 
pet the animals and enjoy the refres-
hments in Lagårdscafe.

13  TALES AND LEGENDS
On top of Garpedansberget there is 
a sculpture park with an interesting 
collection of gnomes, goblins and 
elves. On KustCamp Gamleby, you 
can book a hike on the fairy-tale trail 
with troll mother Grimhild.

14   ASTRID LINDGREN’S 

WORLD
In Vimmerby‘s fairytale theme park, 
you will be able to meet Astrid Lind-
gren’s characters in their real environ-
ments and see how the familiar 
stories come to life. Nearby, the 
cultural area, Astrid Lindgren’s Näs 
also awaits you where you can visit 
the extensive exhibitions, take a peek 
at the author‘s childhood home, 
experience the lush theme gardens 
and enjoy the flavours that Småland 
has to offer.

15   VIMMERBY ADVENTURE
See Sweden in miniature, climb 
among the treetops along the the 
adventure cableway, try the pedal 
car track, laser tag arena, mini-golf 
and bouncy cushion. Vimmerby 
Adventure park in Södra Vi is both 
educational and fun.

16  BOAT & BICYLE RENTAL
Discover the archipelago outside 
Loftahammar! Set course for your 
very own island and swim, dive,  
or barbecue. 

Rent a motorboat from SWEEDS.
Boats are 4 to 4,5 metres and  
accommodate max. 5 people. 
Equipped with 15 hp engine, GPS, 
and sonar. 
Or rent a bicycle from SWEEDS 
and experience the beautiful coast 
from the saddle. You can also rent 
a cabin here or just get information 
and recommendations for the area.

 17  BÅTMANSSTUGORNA
Båtsmansgränd is lined by small 
boatswains‘ log cabins, once used 
as homes for boatswains who 
worked for Tjust Båtsmans-
kompani. Today, it houses a cafe, 
hostel and a herb garden.

18   JAILBREAK
The company, Jailbreak Västervik, 
has opened an Escape Room at 
Welux’s premises in Västervik. 
Escape Room is a game idea where 
a group is locked in a room. To get 
out, you have to solve quests, 
codes, puzzles and other chal-
lenges within 60 minutes.

 19  GRÄNSÖ CASTLE
Gränsö castle, the region‘s only 
four-star superior facility, has ex-
panded its spa facilities. A brand 
new spa and relaxation area with 
four new indoor water attractions 
and a new large infinity pool right 
on the seafront have been added 
to provide guests with more expe-
riences and greater relaxation. A 
new beautiful outdoor area has 
also been added as well as new 
fittings. Gränsö castle is located in 
the middle of the nature reserve, 
just a few minutes drive from the 
centre of Västervik. The facilities 
are open to the public and there 
are places to bathe at Ekholmen 
which is situated close by, along 
with parks and beautiful areas for 
walking and picnicking. The café 
is open daily during the summer.

20   MAT-TORPET SOLLIDEN
Enjoy organic and locally pro-
duced food. Our café and restau-
rant serves lunch made with  
ingredients from the farm. Buy 
something tasty from the farm shop. 
We have animals on the farm.

 21  KINGPIN GOCART
Invite your family and friends to an 
awesome indoor go-kart expe-
rience! We’re located just outside 
Västervik Resort. Put the pedal to 
the metal and fly down the approx. 
280-metre track. 
We guarantee an experience filled 
with laughter and adrenaline.

22   LOFTA CAFFÈ
Coffee and culture can be found 
in the excellent Lofta Café, which 
is operated by Frank and Cecile in 
Lofta’s old elementary school. 
Freshly ground espresso, tasty 
pastries, friendly conversations and 
an art exhibition provide for a more 
relaxing day. Around the corner 
there are petroglyphs on display, 
and if you would really like to do 
more, you should make your way 
over to Loftaleden on a 20 km long 
walk in the green surroundings.

 23  KINGPIN PLAYLAND
Play in the playland, challenge your 
friends to LaserGame, eat good 
food, snacks, coffee or play fun 
games. There are many fun activi-
ties for the whole family, and the 
café serves coffee, drinks, sand-
wiches, salad and sweets.

 24  FISHING 
With all of its islets and skerries, 
Västervik is one of Sweden’s best 
fishing spots, and it attracts anglers 
from all over Europe. Here you will 
find not only world-class pike fishing, 
but also good sea trout and perch 
fishing. It’s versatility is distinctive. In 
addition to archipelago fishing, you 
can also fish for game fish in our 
lakes. In addition to the archipelago 
fishing, you can also fish in several 
lakes around the municipality – but 
a fishing license is required.

Children’s theater and music events 
are hold here every week during the 
summer.

 27  WAFFLES AND FUN
The city park is a meeting point in 
Västervik city centre for all ages. 
Enjoy slides, climbing games, tram-
polines, and lots of other fun activi-
ties. Challenge your family and 
friends to a round of miniature golf. 
Or have a lovely picknick in the grass. 
In July, when the weather allows it, 
the quaint rectory courtyard next to 
the city park offers freshly griddled 
waffles.

28   SEGERSGÄRDE NATURE 
RESERVE

The nature reserve Segersgärde is 
a classic area to visit. Elderflowers 
and Early purple orchids among 
others, grow on the flowery slopes. 
If you walk the path up to the top of 
Örnberget or Fruberget you will be 
rewarded by a heavenly view of the 
archipelago. With a little luck, you 
may see whitetailed eagles soaring 
on high. Along the trail there is a 
fantastic cave that will impress both 
children and adults. Fruberget is also 
a climbing area, so you may meet a 
few climbers with crash pads on their 
backs on their way up to the moun-
tain‘s many boulders.
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29   VALDEMARSVIK & GRYT 
ARCHIPELAGO

Valdemarsvik is located at the very 
end of a fjord. Steep hillsides, old 
industrial buildings, and red ware-
houses surround the charming city 
centre harbour, where the wooden 
boat association’s enthusiasts 
polish their boats. Just a short walk 
away is the outdoor recreation area 
of Grännäs. If you follow the nort-
hern part of Valdemarsviken, you 
end up in Gryt and Fyrudden – the 
crown jewel of Valdemarsvik

30   OSKARSHAMN
Oskarshamn makes for the perfect 
day trip from Västervik.
Discover the Blå Jungfrun National 
Park or travel back in time at the 
Culture Reserve of Stensjö Village. 
If you want world-class baked 
goods, visit Nilssons konditori, 
where former world champion 
Anders Oskarsson serves his 
masterpieces.

31   DÖDERHULTARMUSEET
Axel “Döderhultarn” Petersson is 
one of Sweden’s most famous 
sculptors, and the Döderhultarn 
Museum in Oskarshamn city centre 
displays a unique collection of 
nearly 200 of his best works. 
Through his motifs, he depicted 
life in the Småland countryside 
around the turn of the 20th century 
in the most humorous way.

32   ÅTVIDABERG
Discover Åtvidaberg on a day trip! 
Play world-class golf and enjoy 
family-friendly activities. Hike 
through varied landscapes to high 
vantage points. Browse second- 
hand and farm shops. Discover the 
area’s history through copper 
mines, historic industrial areas, and 
enchanting primeval forests. 

33   HÄNDELÖP
Händelöp is a vibrant fishing village 
just outside Västervik. Boats can 
moor either at the fishing harbour 
at ‘Huvudet’, where there are fine 
rocks for sunbathing, or inside the 
bay in the village. There is road for 
vehicles and a bridge to Händelöp, 
which is a shortcycle ride from 
Västervik.

34   THE ARCHIPELAGO 
WITHOUT A BOAT

You don’t need a boat to enjoy the 
archipelago. There are bridges to 
the archipelago islands such as 
Stora Askö and Östra Skälö. And 

the coastal communities of Lofta-
hammar and Blankaholm provide a 
wonderful archipelago feeling without 
you having to leave the mainland.  
At Händelöp just outside Västervik, 
you can experience a real island 
community.

35   BLANKAHOLM
Blankaholm is located in an idyllic 
landscape on the border between 
southern Tjust and the Misterhult 
archipelago. In Blankaholm there are, 
among other things, pitches for mo-
bile homes, food service, ice cream 
kiosk, guest harbour, mini golf, kayak 
trail, rental of: motorboat, kayak, bi-
cycle, SUP boards. On the square is 
an inn and an old country store that 
is an agent for system companies and 
pharmacies. Family-friendly swimming 
area with sandy beach and jetties. 

36  NYHULT – FOOD & CRAFTS
The idyllic garden café Nyhults Goda 
Hantverk is a farm outside Hallinge-
berg. The delicious baked goods, 
sandwiches, and light lunches are 
hard to resist, as are the lovely works 
by local artists and craftsmen.

37   LINKÖPING CATHEDRAL
Sweden’s best-preserved medieval 
cathedral has lots to discover. The 
high, bright vaults and a sense of 
space welcome visitors to one of the 
largest cathedrals in the Nordic  
Region. Linköping Cathedral offers  
a rich programme of concerts and 
seminars. Be sure to visit Linköping 
Castle & Cathedral Museum across 
from the cathedral to learn about the 
history of the church and see 
medie val textiles.
